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Jackson Mayor John Horhn recently paid an
official visit to Gateway Rescue Mission to review our
renovation plans for service expansion. While this is not
a political publication, | believe the election of Mayor
Horhn is a good thing. More on that in a moment.

First, Gateway owns a 25,000 square foot warehouse

that we are planning to renovate. The renovation will

allow us to double the capacity of our New Life Program

for men seeking recovery from addiction. Currently,
our shelter building is split among two populations.
About half our 40 beds are used by New Life Program
residents. The other 20 are for overnight homeless
guests. Mixing those populations is not ideal.

This expansion will allow us to house our recovery
program residents in a separate building from the
overnight homeless population. We'll be able to serve
both groups better. This will provide new dormitories,
new offices, classrooms, and a new chapel space.

We’ve launched a capital campaign to raise funds
for this venture. | truly believe this campaign will
transform our ministry by allowing us to better serve
people in need, solidify our funding base, and bring
new vitality to both Gateway Rescue Mission and
our part of Gallatin Street. That’s why we’re calling
in our RESTORE LIFE TO JACKSON campaign.

We recently received the official go-ahead from
the City of Jackson Planning Committee to move
forward with the renovation. Prayerfully, we’ll soon
break ground on the work and we’re truly excited
to see what God is about to do. This building was
donated to Gateway back in the 1990s. We've
known for a long time it is our building of the future.
We just didn’t know it would be this long in taking
place. However, God’s timing is always perfect.

the streets of Jackson, fentanyl
is the prime drug in Seattle.

We saw several people smoking
fentanyl and saw the catatonic
state it creates. We saw young
people in a chronic state of being
stooped over from fentanyl use.

We talked with a Seattle police
officer who told us “Seattle
doesn’t have a homeless problem.
Seattle has a drug problem!”
